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Perrysburg teacher put
on leave amid lab probe

A Perryshurg teacher has
been put on leave as the dis-
trict investigates a “serious in-
cident” that occurred in a high
school science lab Monday, ac-
cording to a statement issued
by Superintendent Tom Hosler.

During the activity, a teacher
mistakenly provided ammonia
instead of the intended vinegar
for an experiment, the state-
ment said.

This error resulted in several
students ingesting a small
amount of the substance, lead-
ing to some of those students
experiencing symptoms that
required evaluation by the
school nurse.

After consultation with Poi-
son Control, the families were
advised to seek further medical
attention as a precaution.

“We want to extend our
deepest apologies to the stu-
dents and families impacted by
this error. This incident is un-
acceptable and does not reflect
the high standards of safety
and care that we uphold in our
schools,” Mr. Hosler said.

The faculty member has
been placed on administrative
leave pending a full investiga-
tion, which is under way, to un-
derstand exactly how the mis-
take occurred.
